* One chaperone is REQUIRED for every ten students in grades 1-12
and one for every five students in Pre-K and Kindergarten.

e Al RESERVED chaperones are not charged for the exhibit portion of any
trip. Any additional adults will be charged the student rate of $8.00 for

exhibit entry ot the door.

e All RESERVED chaperones are charged $4.00 for the IMAX® portion of
any trip. Any additional adults will be charged the student rate of $7.00

at the door.

* Schools are responsible for collecting money from chaperones to pay

in one transaction.
